Dogsbody by Diana Wynne Jones was an absolute page-turner. I was completely immersed within the first



few pages of the book. It's certainly a unique concept: the book begins with the star Sirius on trial for a crime
he claims he didn't commit. Found guilty, he is sentenced to life in a single solar system, where he will have
the opportunity to put things right. If he succeeds, he will be restored to his astral position; if he doesn't, he
will live out his alloted lifespan and die. The fates having a sense of humor, he's born on Earth as a dog. And
the story presents a dog's view of life masterfully. The book was written in 1975, but is timeless--the humans
characters could as easily move through this century as the last. There's an underdog appeal in the story of
Kathleen, the human who champions and cares for Sirius as he grows. The daughter of an IRA terrorist, she
is the unwanted/misused ward of her English relatives.
